The U.S. Mission in Monterrey is seeking eligible and qualified applicants for the position of
Special Consular Services Assistant.

BASIC FUNCTION OF POSITION

The Special Consular Services Assistant is one of the initial points of contact between the U.S.
Consulate General in Monterrey and U.S. citizens and host country officials. The incumbent assists in the
provision of emergency services to American citizens in cases such as arrests, deaths, missing persons,
kidnappings, child custody disputes, domestic violence, automobile accidents, and welfare/whereabouts
cases including mentally ill and destitute U.S. citizens who need to be repatriated. He/she has primary
responsibility for the provision of consular services in arrest cases. The incumbent is the key point of
contact for the quarterly prisoner transfer of U.S. prisoners from Mexico to the United States and assists
in the coordination between host country, Embassy Mexico City and U.S. Department of Justice officials.
He/ she also assist in processing citizenship claims and passports for U.S. citizens. Incumbent responds
to general questions by the public in the office, and by e-mail and telephone. The incumbent performs
general administrative duties and other tasks as assigned.

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED

1. EDUCATION: Two years of post-secondary education.

2. EXPERIENCE: A minimum of three years’ experience in secretarial work or prior experience in
customer service, problem resolution and providing information to clients or the public.

3. LANGUAGE: Fluency in English and Spanish language is required at Level IV.

4. SKILLS AND ABILITIES: SKILLS AND ABILITIES: Level Il (40 words per minute) typing skills is
required. Must be able to summarize large amounts of legal information and court documents. (will
be tested at interview).

5. EDUCATION: Completion of high school is required.

6. EXPERIENCE: Five years’ experience in secretarial work or prior experience in customer service,
problem resolution and providing information to clients or the public.

7. LANGUAGE: Fluency in English and Spanish language is required at Level IV.
8. SKILLS AND ABILITIES: Level Il (40 words per minute) typing skills is required. Must be able to

summarize large amounts of legal information and court documents. (will be tested at interview).

* IMPORTANT: Applicants who claim status as a preference-eligible U.S. Veteran must submit a copy of
the most recent Member Copy Four (4) of the DD-214, Certificate of Release or Discharge from Active
Duty, and, if applicable, a letter from the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs. If claiming conditional
eligibility for U.S. Veterans’ preference, applicants must submit proof of conditional eligibility. If the
written documentation confirming eligibility is not received in the HR office by the closing date of the
vacancy announcement, the U.S. Veterans’ preference will not be considered in the application process.
Mission HR’s decision on eligibility for U.S. Veterans’ preference after reviewing all required
documentation is final.

3. Current NOR employees hired on a Family Member Appointment (FMA) or a Personal Service
Agreement (PSA) are not eligible to apply within the first 90 calendar days of their employment,
unless they have a When Actually Employed (WAE) work schedule.

4. The candidate must be able to obtain and hold a local security certification,

5. Candidates who are EFMs, USEFMs, AEFMs, or MOHs must have at least one year remaining on
their sponsor’s tour of duty to be considered eligible to apply for this position.

Spouse or same-sex domestic partner (as defined in 3 FAM 1610); or

Child, who is unmarried and under 21 years of age or, regardless of age, is incapable of self-support; or

Parent (including stepparents and legally adoptive parents) of employee, spouse, or same-sex domestic

partner, when such parent is at least 51 percent dependent on the employee for support; or

e Sister or brother (including stepsisters and stepbrothers, or adoptive sisters or brothers) of the employee,
spouse, or same-sex domestic partner when such sibling is at least 51 percent dependent on the employee
for support, unmarried, and under 21 years of age, or regardless of age, incapable of self-support; and

e Listed on the travel orders or approved Form OF-126 of a sponsoring employee, i.e., a direct-hire Foreign
Service, Civil Service, or uniformed service member who is permanently assigned to or stationed abroad
or, as appropriate, at an office of the American Institute in Taiwan; and

e |s under chief of mission authority.

U.S. Citizen Eligible Family Member (USEFM): A USEFM for employment purposes is an individual who meets
all of the following criteria:

e U.S. Citizen; and

e Spouse or same-sex domestic partner (as defined in 3 FAM 1610) of the sponsoring employee; or

e Child of the sponsoring employee who is unmarried and at least 18 years old; and

e Listed on the travel orders or approved Form OF-126 of a sponsoring employee, i.e., a direct-hire Foreign
Service, Civil Service, or uniformed service member who is permanently assigned to or stationed abroad or, as
appropriate, at an office of the American Institute in Taiwan; and resides at the sponsoring employee’s post of
assignment abroad, or as appropriate, at an office of the American Institute in Taiwan; and is under chief of
mission authority; or

e resides at an Involuntary Separate Maintenance Allowance (ISMA) location authorized under 3 FAM 3232.2; or

e Currently receives a U.S. Government retirement annuity or pension from a career in the U.S. Foreign Service
or Civil Service.

Appointment Eligible Family Member (AEFM): An AEFM for employment purposes is an individual who meets
all of the following criteria:

U.S. Citizen; and

Spouse or same-sex domestic partner (as defined in 3 FAM 1610) of the sponsoring employee; or

Child of the sponsoring employee who is unmarried and at least 18 years old; and

Listed on the travel orders or approved Form OF-126 of a sponsoring employee, i.e., a direct-hire Foreign

Service, Civil Service, or uniformed service member who is permanently assigned to or stationed abroad or, as

appropriate, at an office of the American Institute in Taiwan (AIT); and

e Is under chief of mission authority; and

e Isresiding at the sponsoring employee's post of assignment abroad or, as appropriate, at an office of the
American Institute in Taiwan; and

e Does NOT currently receive a U.S. Government retirement annuity or pension from a career in the U.S. Foreign

Service or Civil Service.

Member of Household (MOH): An individual who accompanies or joins a sponsoring employee, i.e., sponsor is a
direct hire employee under Chief of Mission authority, either Foreign Service, Civil Service, or uniformed service
member who is permanently assigned to or stationed abroad at a U.S. mission, or at an office of the American
Institute in Taiwan. A MOH is an individual who meets the following criteria:

(1) Not an EFM and therefore not on the travel orders or approved through form OF-126 Foreign Service
Residence and Dependency Report of the sponsoring employee; and

(2) Officially declared by the sponsoring U.S. Government employee to the Chief of Mission (COM) as part of his or
her household and approved by the COM; and

(3) Is a parent, grandparent, grandchild, unmarried partner, adult child, foreign born child in the process of being
adopted, father, mother, brother, sister, father-in-law, mother-in-law, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, brother-in-law,
sister-in-law, stepfather, stepmother, stepson, stepdaughter, stepbrother, stepsister, half-brother, or half-sister
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who falls outside the Department’s current definition of Eligible Family Member 14 FAM 511.3. A MOH may or
may not be a U.S. Citizen.

Not Ordinarily Resident (NOR) — An individual who meets the following criteria:

e An EFM, USEFM or AEFM of a direct-hire Foreign Service, Civil Service, or uniformed service member

permanently assigned or stationed abroad, or as appropriate, at an office of the American Institute in
Taiwan; or

Has diplomatic privileges and immunities; and

Is eligible for compensation under the FS or GS salary schedule; and
Has a U.S. Social Security Number (SSN); and

Is not a citizen of the host country; and

Does not ordinarily reside in the host country; and

Is not subject to host country employment and tax laws.

Ordinarily Resident (OR) — An individual who meets the following criteria:

e Acitizen of the host country; or

e A non-citizen of the host country (including a U.S. citizen or a third-country national) who is locally resident
and has legal and/or permanent resident status within the host country and/or who is a holder of a non-
diplomatic visa/work and/or residency permit; and/or

e |s subject to host country employment and tax laws.
