SCOPE OF WORK: NETWORK  INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADE AT THE U.S. CONSULATE GENERAL IN HERMOSILLO, SONORA, MEXICO

PART I: General Information.

A) Introduction.

The U.S. Consulate General Hermosillo is seeking a company that is able to provide a Network upgrade service using CAT 6 cable and fiber optics. The Consulate needs to upgrade its Ethernet network infrastructure, in compliance to the Department of State/Information Resource Management Office technical specifications.

The Network upgrade service includes the replacement of existing Ethernet cables using CAT6 Ethernet cables, laying new fiber backbone runs, as well as installing patch panels and switches.

The purpose of this Scope of Work (SOW) is to provide guidance to interested contractors on how to present their cost/time proposals and how to meet the US Government needs.

The contractor will perform the following work, including all labor, equipment and materials. The project is estimated to begin as early as October 17 2016,  subject to funding approval, and must be delivered by November 04th 2016 at the latest. The contractor must have all necessary safety protection for this type of work and safety signals to isolate the area.


B) Scope of work – Project to upgrade network infrastructure from CAT-6 UPT to fiber optic and CAT 4/5 cables replacement 

The Contractor shall provide all necessary managerial, administrative, supervision and direct labor personnel, as well as all transportation, equipment, tools, supplies and materials required to perform this project in accordance with this work statement.  
The contractor must include in its proposal all materials, labor, tools safety equipment/signals, indirect costs and profit. Present the IVA as separated line item.

C) Pre-bid conference (Site visit).

A site visit will be scheduled for all interested bidders to inspect the site, take all necessary measurements, and observe the existing conditions in order to prepare an accurate bid. The Contracting Officer (CO) will establish this date for this visit at least 7 calendar days in advance of the proposal’s presentation date. The contractor must have received the SOW package before the site visit’s date.

After the site visit no changes to the SOW are allowed unless are approved in advance by the CO.

PART II.- Work Requirements.

A) General requirements.
Contractor must include in its proposal all materials, labor, tools, safety equipment/signals, indirect costs and profit. Work will be performed during regular business hours (see part III of SOW).
Consulate operations will not be interrupted while the job is performed.  
The contractor must perform daily cleaning of the work area.
The US Consulate will designate a Contracting Officer Representative (COR) to be responsible among other duties, of supervising the work (quality/scheduling), approve/reject materials, act as the main point of contact.
 
A-1) Technical requirements.

The contractor shall be responsible for Network Backbone replacement from CAT-6 UTP to fiber optic and CAT 4/5 cables replacement.  
Under this contract, all activities provided must include: material, tools, labor, safety equipment, protections, cleaning, and everything needed for the proper execution.

A-2) Specific requirements:
· Work on the cabling infrastructure will be completed by section and safely, without causing damage to any surrounding cabling or equipment.
· Post will be responsible for providing power for all cabinets installed.
· Contractor will utilize existing cable trays and piping paths.

A-3) Scope. 

A-3.1) Network Backbone replacement from CAT-6 UTP to fiber optic:
There is currently no fiber optic backbone for switch connections.  The fiber backbone will be installed to switch locations on the first floor and basement.  Details follow:

a. 50/125 um multimode OM3 fiber optic cable should be used for backbone runs.
b. Provide and Install a 24-port fiber optic switch (distribution switch) in server room rack on the second floor.
c. Provide and Install three wall mount 12-port fiber patch panels. Panels will be mounted on available plywood at the server room (second floor), Consular closet (first floor) and telephone frame room (basement)
d. Contractor will provide and install gigabit fiber modules in each of the eight Cisco Catalyst 2960G switches.
e. Run 50/125 um multimode OM3 multimode fiber optic cable from the server room located on second floor to the Consular Closet located on the first floor, about 50 feet away and terminate it in a wall mounted patch panel. The fiber optic patch panel for this task shall be provided by the vendor.
f. Connect the patch panel to the switches using the 12 feet patch cords.  
g. Run 50/125 um multimode OM3 multimode fiber optic cable from the server room located on the second floor, to the telephone frame room located in the basement and terminate it in wall mounted patch panel (Approximate 150 feet away). The fiber optic patch panel for this task shall be provided by the contractor.
h. Provide OM3 LC/SC connectors fiber patch cords.
i. Label and test each of the new fiber optic runs. On the fiber switch end, label the switch that it connects to. (Example HER-S1). And on the switch’s end, label the port that it connects to in the main fiber switch. (Example FS-Port1) 
j. Connect ports in server room patch panel to distribution switch in server rack, using fiber cable. 
k. Transfer backbone runs to new distribution switch.  Work to be performed outside business hours in order to avoid down time.


A-3.2) CAT 4/5 cables replacement:.
a. Install wall-mounted S110 connecting block CAT-6 system for 72 pairs.
b. Install three CAT-6 24 port patch panels in communication rack. 
c. Interconnect patch panel and S110 connecting block with CAT6 UTP cable.
d. Transfer client runs to S110 block.  Work to be performed outside business hours in order to avoid down time.
 

A-3.3) Estimated materials required:

A-3.4) Work Schedule Approval.
After contract award and before commencing the work, contractor must submit to the Contracting Officer Representative (COR) a project schedule and a detailed list of material’s specifications for approval , if they are different from the ones stated on this SOW and its attachments  

A-3.5) Personnel, tools, consumable materials and supplies. 
The Contractor shall provide trained technicians with the appropriate tools for scheduled task to complete this project, according to the approved project schedule. 

Contractor furnished materials will include but not limited to appropriate tools, testing equipment, safety shoes and apparel for technicians, hands, hearing and eye protection, and , cleaning material.

A-3.6) Disposal of used oil, fuel, battery and other toxic substances. 
No toxic/hazardous substances will be disposed on this project. 

A-3.7) Superintendence by contractor.
The entire operation of the contracted services shall be superintended by the contractor's liaison.  The liaison shall coordinate the performance of the contracted services with the needs of the Government.

The liaison, or a qualified assistant, shall be on duty throughout the duration of the project. The liaison shall also superintend the performance of the contracted services on Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays if needed.

A-3.8) Quality assurance.
The contractor shall institute an appropriate inspection system including:
a) Develop and maintain checklists of duties to be carried out.
b) Ensure these duties are carried out by the supervisory staff and Senior employees, and
c) Perform inspections at all work locations to determine whether the various services are being performed according to the contract requirements.
d) Develop a work schedule with all the activities, and highlight the critical activities. 

The contractor shall provide copies of all inspection reports to the COR.
The contractor shall promptly correct and improve any shortcomings and/or substandard conditions noted in such inspections.

A-4) Performance standards:
It is expected that all aspects of this SOW will be completed. All deliverables shall be completed on time under this agreement

The contractor must perform tasks according to the approved project schedule. Contractor must follow and meet US and local construction codes and procedures.

No more than 5% of the activities could be behind the schedule on 2 different weeks. 

No more than 1 day of delay on the weekly project meeting, and no more than 2 delays on meeting during the project.

Contractor must only use UL or FM approved equipment/materials. Locally purchased materials must be approved by the CO. 

The US Consulate will designate a COR (Contracting Officer Representative) responsible among for supervising the work (quality/scheduling), approving/rejecting materials, and acting as the main point of contact.

The contractor must perform continued cleaning of the area.

After the contract has been awarded no additional work can be performed unless has been approved by the CO.

652.225-70 ARAB LEAGUE BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL (AUG 1999)

United States person means any United States resident or national (other than an individual resident outside the United States and employed by other than a United States person), any domestic concern (including any permanent domestic establishment of any foreign concern), and any foreign subsidiary or affiliate (including any permanent foreign establishment) of any domestic concern which is controlled in fact by such domestic concern, as provided under the Export Administration Act of 1979, as amended.

(b)	Certification.   By submitting this offer, the offeror certifies that it is not:

(1) Taking or knowingly agreeing to take any action, with respect to the boycott of Israel by Arab League countries, which Section 8(a) of the Export Administration Act of 1979, as amended (50 U.S.C. 2407(a)) prohibits a United States person from taking; or,

(2)	Discriminating in the award of subcontracts on the basis of religion.
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
